2. Called to order 11:05 am by Kern. Introductions of those present.

3. LAST MEETING MINUTES: From Simmons from email last month. Approval moved by Garrett, second by Pearce. Approved unanimous.

4. TREASURER’S REPORT: Byrd $8,508.16 in checking account. Opened new checking account at Wachovia for VCSTI with an initial balance of $100.00. Motion to accept by Pearce seconded by Sachs. Passed unanimous.

5. OLD BUSINESS

a. CONFERENCE: 

i. Souza briefed hotel selection process and training decisions.

ii. Kern and board worked on training agenda

iii. Training agenda finalized.

iv. Souza briefed bowling alley outing Friday night 8 – 10 pm. Will have six lanes dedicated to CS, upstairs room for food and beverages.

b. WEBSITE: Borman asks for more information, stories, etc. for the VCSA web site. She has placed links to all known Virginia CS web site. Basic price is $26.85 per quarter; domain name registration $15 per year; host company GGCWEB, Inc. reviews all content before putting stuff on site.  Motion by Pearce to pay 1 year in advance for web site, $100; second by Sachs. No discussion. Passed unanimous.

c. LOCAL PROGRAM DUES. Byrd reported that 2007 annual program bills were mailed Sunday, April 22, 2007.

d. VCSA AWARD PROGRAM. Kern reported Simmons has mailed out to all known programs forms and information. Awards info is also on VCSA website. 

e. NEWSLETTER. Woolverton announced June 1, 2007 as drop dead for articles submission for the fall 07 Tipster.

f. VIRGINIA CRIME STOPPERS INSTITUTE, 501(c)(3) UPDATE: Woolverton briefed the VCSTI is now a Virginia corporation in good standing. The listed board of directors for the VCSTI is the same as the VCSA. Woolverton is working with Mrs. Patricia Kemmerer, CPA (that the board approved to retain at last meeting) to move forward with the tax exempt status IRS Section 501(c)(3). Woolverton briefed that the VCSA is a corporation in good standing with the Virginia SCC, although the Federal 501(c)(6) status for the VCSA has lapsed. Board directed Woolverton to work with Kemmerer to determine what is needed to get the VCSA reinstated.

a. LOCAL PROGRAM DATA BASE:

i. Byrd and Simmons use the same database, but it old and not updated.  Byrd will do a separate mailing to all known programs with a letter from Kern asking for up to date contact information.

b. DIVISION OF STATE FOR VCSA REPRESENTATION: Kern distributed a list of known programs in 11 different areas for board member contact to local programs. All board members assigned an area based on closest geography. All members will copy others with POC info. 

c. LEGISLATIVE. Issue of getting legislation written to cause convicted persons who were arrested due to a CS tip is caused to make restitution to CS program. Byrd will talk with local legislator to pursue idea.
