VCSA ANNUAL BUSINESS Meeting

Fred Kern opened the meeting, calling for the presentation of Colors and the Pledge of Allegiance by all attending.  The President’s opening remarks commended the Virginia Beach Crime Solvers and the Greater Hampton Roads Crime Line that hosted the Fall Training Conference, October 21-23, 2005 on the quality of the training, workshops, and overall plans.  The full day on Friday dealt with the Islamic Culture.  This session was a full house of law enforcement (members and non-members) and civilian members.  Marty Shirilla will “burn” CDs for those who requested them.

The President explained the Haynes/Chappell Award presented at the banquet for the Outstanding Coordinator of the Year.  For the benefit of those who were not “on board” when these two gentlemen filled important roles in the continuity and prominent positions they held, this was established in their memory and is awarded each year.

Fred Kern gave a synopsis of his term as president which included visiting programs throughout the state, revision of the CS Operating Manual, Standing Rules.  In reference to the Manual, it was much out of date and also some was duplicative material.  He worked diligently with the Board to update this.  It is a good working tool for programs and for new programs to guide them through the process of getting organized.  The final copy will be submitted to the printer and distributed within the next six months.

The report on the Standing Rules was given by Marc Woolverton to highlight the main points of interest; e.g. switching the conference from twice a year to once a year, a Fall Training Conference.  Directors are encouraged to attempt to visit programs in their region and possibly get the local programs more active on a state level.  It was noted that any changes to Standing Rules must be approved by the Board and submitted to the membership at least thirty (30) days prior to the Training Conference for passage by the membership.  A copy of the revised Standing Rules is attached as an appendix to the minutes.  Immediate attention should be given to a site for 2006 since there will be only one Training Conference next year.

The President called attention to the Department of Social Services.  The agency has been attempting to set up a database of sex offenders; however, lack of funds has restricted their efforts.  Many arrests have been made around the state, and it is a beginning.  The VSP has established a website and are offering rewards for tracking them down.  Fred hasn’t seen the results of this.  Several states are giving to the Crime Solvers programs a portion of the court fees for rewards.  Florida, Texas and Rhode Island are among the states participating.  It is possible that the Commonwealth Attorney could endorse this on the local level.

Report of Nominating Committee from Tom Kifer, Marc Woolverton, and Marty Shirilla was submitted:  Richard Abbott, President; Fred Kern, Vice President; Linwood Byrd, Treasure; Rosamond Fagan, Secretary.  The slate was accepted by acclamation.  This comprises the Executive Board.  Directors named were Nancy Garrett, Cathy Simmons, Judy Boyer, Bob Manzione, Jim Pearce, Marc Woolverton, Tonya Borman, and Martin Shirilla.

Marc Woolverton will continue to handle legislation and the newsletter; Cathy Simmons has done an outstanding job with the awards and judge selection and will continue that.  Marty will continue to as Webmaster.  It is with deep regret that Tom Kifer cannot continue as his reassigned duties and scheduling does not permit him to continue.  He has served diligently in many posts and roles and will be sorely missed.  Shirley Buckles thanked and commended Fred Kern for his dedication, organization and leadership as State President.
